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Before starting, lay all parts out in front of yourself and identify the parts - most have been written on saying what they are. 







No 1   Main Boxes

Start with putting the main box together, as with the house kit the floors (top & bottom) fit into the grooves in the side walls.  Keeping the front edge flush, pin and glue the floors into place.  Lay this on to one of the edges and place a room divider in between the floors, this will help you to maintain the correct height between the floors while you glue on the back.  Do this by keeping one side and the base edge flush with each other, pin through the back into the floors and side wall, making sure as you go that you keep it flush.  Once you have done one floor and side wall edge, finish the other edges.   If there is an overhang, wait for it to dry before sanding or planing off. 
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No 2   Basement Fronts

All parts are marked.
Glue one side of the basement together. 
Glue the sides (uprights) to the base, then glue the front on, then the pavement.  
Glue the other side of the basement together. 
Once dried, glue and pin these to the fronts, by laying the basement fronts down on to their fronts and laying the main fronts on to these, pinning or screwing through the main front into the basement uprights and base.   
Pavements have been drilled for the railing to fit.  Please double check that you have the pavement the correct way round before pinning on. 
Glue the front step together the same way as the house stair instructions.   Once dry, glue these into place between the 2 steps side uprights. 
The basement is not hinged to the main box as it is a lift away, due to the weight.

No 4   Stairs
  
The top tread is different from the rest, this is for gluing to the floor edge. 
You will need a set of 12 treads for the basement. 
Glue them together by laying them down flat and gluing the bottom part to the top of the tread underneath, as photos. 
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No 3   Windows 

Before gluing in the windows, you may want to paint them first.
You may have to file or sand the corner round to fit.
Glue these into the rebate in the back of the front panel and then glue on the external trims. The rebate is now 5mm deep to allow a 2mm glazing.  We sell an A4 sheet, please ask for details.    Now available ready cut .
